The sessionwasseeking totake stockof Hungarian climate and energy
efficiency policies andtheirimplementation —with a focus on building
renovations. Panellists were discussing success storiesand backlogsin
municipalities and seekingsuccessful narratives and business models on
how to accelerate local energy efficiency investments.

Hungary has the 7th highest household energy consumption in the EU.
The domesticbuildingstockis considered very outdated, with the rate of
energy efficientbuildings being one of the lowestin the EUbasedon
energy ratings. Primarily upfrontfinancial support (grants or zerorate
loans)are needed, but measuressuchas one-stop shop advisory,
national engineers’ network support or municipal coordinationin
citizens’ engagementwere discussedas essential. It was highlighted that
directEU support to municipalities would be keyin boosting building
renovations andlocalenergy efficiency.
